The fleet of the Independent Lithuania
was being created under complicated
circumstances of the political and economical
formation of the young state, to say nothing
of economical competition. The process was
incited by the attachment of Klaipéda Region
and port to Lithuania in 1923 which rallied the
efforts of scanty Lithuanian seamen and other
professionals related to water transport for the
realization of the idea to create the national fleet.

During the short period of the existence
of the Republic of Lithuania, these activities
were rather fruitful. The group of young pilots,
engineers and shipping trade specialists
was trained, the effective national fleet -

AB Lietuvos Baltijos Lloydas - was created and
the foundation for the creation of the military
fleet was laid.

The development of the fleet was stopped
by the Anschluss of Klaipéda by Nazi Germany
in 1939 and the Soviet occupation in 1940. A
lot of persons engaged in the shipping trade
activities were repressed, taken to labour camps
or perished during the war. Others of them
emigrated after the war.

The archive of the Lithuanian Fleet is being
collected by the Lithuanian Sea Museum. It
comprises the documents received from the
veterans of the fleet resided in Lithuania and
abroad and/or their relatives, as well as other

Besides, the facts about seagoing ships
that were flying the flag of Lithuania during the
period of 1918-1940 are also collected.

Here, biographical data of ninety
outstanding persons engaged in the creation
of the Lithuanian Fleet are presented. They
are far from enough comprehensive. The
Lithuania Sea Museum would appreciate any
help in updating these biographies with new
data, pictures and/or documents. We hope
that relatives of these people and/or other
persons in one way or another related to them
would contact us. A representative publication
containing the collected materials will be
published in the nearest future.
